Rebekah Blonshine, our acting Vice President of Student Services, recognizes our unwavering commitment to 
promoting equity and inclusion in educational justice. We extend our heartfelt thanks to EdTrust West for this 
esteemed recognition. 
 
Our college has garnered statewide acclaim for its innovative support systems designed to uplift our Black 
students. The dedication of our faculty and staff in addressing outcome gaps and creating new pathways to 
increase the presence of teachers of color in the workforce is truly commendable. Compton College's success in 
improving outcomes for Black students, spearheading initiatives like Black Student Success Week, and 
expanding dual enrollment programs are just a few reasons why we have been awarded the Institutional Equity 
Champion Award.

Fall 2024 Enrollment Update  
As of yesterday, September 26, 2024, Compton College has generated 1,684 FTES for the Fall 2024 term. Our 
fill rate for Fall is currently 69%, and seats filled is 11,567. 
 
Please encourage students to enroll in one more class at Compton College during the second eight-week 
session, which begins on Saturday, October 19, 2024.  
 
Administrative Regulation 3280 - Grant Applications 
Administrative Regulation 3280 - Grant Applications outlines the grant application and approval process, 
including the mandatory grant proposal that must be submitted to the appropriate vice president for review and 
approval prior to moving forward. The Board-approved process ensures all grant applications align with the 
District's mission and are properly managed. 
 
Zoom Retention Policy 
As originally issued in the President/CEO Message – August 19, 2021, ITS implemented a six-month Zoom 
Retention Policy effective September 1, 2021. 
 

• All Zoom recordings will be retained for 180 days. 
• After 180 days, recordings will be placed in the meeting host's Trash for an additional 15 days. 
• Once the 15-day Trash countdown expires, the recordings will be permanently deleted. 

This retention policy only applies to Zoom meeting cloud recordings hosted on https://comptonedu.zoom.us. 
The Compton College ITS Department will remind all employees one week before each retention policy is 
activated.
