In fall 2023 to include all first-time college students (including part-
time students), regardless if they live within the boundaries of the
Compton CCD, as long as they meet the following requirements:

1. Submit a complete Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) or
California Dream Act Application (CADAA) for the term they are
applying for and receive an “award package.”

2. Enroll in a minimum of six units per term (for a minimum of three
consecutive terms).
